(B kay), Roberto Carlos (Illest Traits),
Vic Nair (Advocate), Carrielynn Victor
(Numinous), and Justin Flett (Juice),

is well aware that a win by a Canadian and
Vancouver-based hip-hop group just might raise a

few eyebrows south of the border.

“Vancouver rappers have a stigma because

good rappers and Red One and
Swollen Members have really broken
down a lot of doors showing we can
make professional hip-hop music.”

Alidina, who currently studies
political science at Simon Fraser
University, plans to record an album
in the summer with the A-Slam Fam
and says winning helps to bolster
confidence: “Now here we are with
an internationally-recognized track
that can hold itself on an internation-
al scale.”
